
OVERVIEW



• NASCAR’s strong relationship with racing in Mexico resulted in a series of four 
Xfinity Series (then-Busch Series) races at Autódromo Hermanos Rodríguez in 
Mexico City from 2005-08. Notable stars Martin Truex Jr., Denny Hamlin, Juan 
Pablo Montoya and Kyle Busch each earned checkered flags in the country’s 
capital city, racing alongside Mexican legends like Adrián Fernández, Michel 
Jourdain Jr. and others.

• During this international stint, the creation of NASCAR’s first series in Mexico in 
2006, the NASCAR Corona Series, set a new standard for stock-car racing in the 
country moving forward. 2024 is the series’ 20th season of operation and 17th

season under the NASCAR banner, though the series was inactive in 2016.
